The following descriptions are samples of the specialized courses previously offered at the Alliance Française de Philadelphie.  The selection of specialized courses varies each session.  Please reference the online course listing or contact the Alliance Française office for a list of the specialized courses currently offered.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1PASSPORT FOR FRANCE

For beginning French students who want to make the most out of a visit to France. Instruction in the basics of French language and culture, with focus on telling time, getting around, making reservations, restaurant survival, exchanging money, shopping, etc. 

LITTÉRATURE
Ce cours s’adresse à ceux qui ont acquis un niveau de langue leur permettant une lecture plus intensive - environ une cinquantaine de pages par semaine. 

Nous naviguons très large : les grands auteurs à travers les siècles, ceux qui forment le canon de la littérature française ainsi que les œuvres plus récentes dont la valeur reconnue attise notre curiosité.

Nous lisons, discutons, apprécions les techniques narratives, chacun apportant « son grain de sel » sans jamais se sentir forcé de le faire. Chaque participant peut prendre la parole selon son inclination.  Si possible, un film tiré du roman peut clore la lecture.

LE FRANÇAIS DES AFFAIRES

Improve your business language skills, develop vocabulary, and learn about the major business issues and events of contemporary France. 

This course consists of 6 thematical units, divided in five lessons each. The subjects covered are Economics Actors, Creators of Business, Human resources, Marketing, Professional Correspondence, Results and Trends. The course treats each unit thoroughly (vocabulary, definitions, some grammar, oral and written exercises in class and at home), the goal being to communicate orally and in writing while mastering the business jargon pertinent to each subject.

Each 10-Week session covers 2 units.  

This course can also be used to prepare for the DFP Affaires C1 exams (Diplôme de français Professionnel Affaires C1) of the French Chamber of Commerce. 

If you wish to take the exam for the Diplôme de Français Professionnel Affaires C1 delivered by the Chambre de Commerce de Paris, it is recommended that you take all 3 sessions of the course.
RICHESSES DES TERROIRS
Ce cours fait partie d’un programme tripartite….
The term “terroir” considers land as an organism whose characteristics and products are intimately linked to the nature of its soil and the crafts of its people. A “terroir” appeals to your senses. It is a harmony of tastes, smells, colors, sounds, and feelings that are unique, exclusive and singular.

COURS DE FRANÇAIS JURIDIQUE

This course, taught in French, will introduce students to the French legal terminology and environment. The legal system will be presented step by step. First, legal concepts and fundamental rules of the French legal system will be studied with an emphasis on the comparison with the Anglo Saxon common law system. Then, the class will use materials such as legal texts, court decisions, legal articles, precedent analysis, and cases drawn from legal periodicals, to delve more deeply into the French legal system. The specific style and language of these different materials will underscore the cultural specificities behind the legal system and its principles.

CINÉMA
French Cinema is an intermediate to advanced French conversation course, where the subject of the conversation is classic and contemporary French films. We will view French films in class and study the vocabulary and themes of the films together. The films will be selected by the teacher, with input from the students. All films will be in French, with either French or English sub-titles.

LES MEDIAS FRANÇAIS

Cours axé sur l'actualité française à travers l'analyse et le commentaire d'articles extraits d'une grande variété de médias français en ligne. Les apprenants seront invités à découvrir de nombreux médias français; à suivre, décrypter, commenter et mieux comprendre les enjeux de l'actualité française et internationale et à débattre, tout en perfectionnant leur français.

IMMERSION
6 heures de français intensif basé sur un sujet et dédié principalement  la conversation avec une revue de grammaire, prononciation et vocabulaire. Quatre niveaux: Débutant, Basic, Intermédiaire et Avancé. Deux professeurs, un le matin avec qui les élves font du vocabulaire et un point de grammaire et un l’aprs-midi qui dirige les élves et leur fait utiliser ce qu’ils ont appris le matin au moyen de jeux, de sketches et de conversation.
